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1.  Today, Joseph was left by himself, again in the dungeon.  He has had quite an interesting life.  Constant ups and downs.  Do you think this let down today was worse than any others?  Why or why not?


2. Why do you think Joseph believed God would interpret the dreams for him?


3. Read Genesis 37:5-7 and Genesis 37:9.  When you read these, what comes to your mind?  Had you ever had a dream quite like these?


4. Read Genesis 40:9-11 and Genesis 40:16-17.  Do you see the difference between the two? Discuss the differences.


5. Read Genesis 40:23  What emotions would you go through if this happened to you?  How would you keep your faith?


6. How do you keep your faith during difficult times?  Do you remember to thank God during the prosperous times?


7. Today we received Holy Communion.  What is Holy Communion to you?  Some denominations believe that the bread and the wine physically and literally change into Jesus’ body and blood (This is called transubstantiation.)  Other denominations believe that the essence of God is present at the time of Holy Communion.  In other words, something is happening, but it is hard to say exactly what.  God is present at the time Communion is taken (Transconstantiation.)  Other denominations believe that it is nothing more than a symbol of Christ’s sacrifice (Calvinism.)
